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YIn Greek, logos is a broader term than rhema, though both can be translated "word,. Logos can refer to an
individual saying, as does rhema, but logos can also refer to a discourse, rationale, rational account, principle of
rationality, etc.

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* If we add God’s eternal plan to this list, we have a good summary of all the works of God reported in Scripture.
God’s eternal plan is also an exercise of his word. It is the agreement between Father, Son, and Spirit, to carry out
their program for creation, fall, and redemption.
